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There have been many enquiries concerning the requirement to
wait six hours after eating various types of yellow/hard cheese and
cheese products before eating meat.
The Shevet Halevi (Chelek 2:35) rules that since it is not possible to
know exactly which cheese is considered hard, it is correct that one
always wait six hours after eating cheese, and many Poskim rule
likewise.
There have been requests from the public to mark hard cheese
packages with production dates, in order that people can know if
the particular cheese is six months old (as cheese does continue to
mature after packaging) and therefore classified as ‘hard cheese’,
but cheese producers have not been able to accommodate this
request, as it would require extensive changes to their packing and
marking equipment.
Haloumi, Mozzarella and Ricotta cheese produced under
Kedassia supervision do not require a six- hour wait. The reason
for this is that these cheeses are always packed within a week or
two of production and have a three-month sell-by date. The
requirement to wait six hours does not apply to soft cheese even if
the best-before date is longer than six months, as they do not ‘age’
in the way that hard cheese does.
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Due to the fact of numerous oils being sold in local stores for
Pesach, we hereby wish to remind the public that the Minhag of our
late Rov ZTL and also of the late Rov of Yerusholayim, the Minchas
Yitzchok ZTL and YBLCHT the Rov Shlite as stated in a ruling letter
signed by the Rov in 5771, is that any oil made from SUNFLOWER,
COTTONSEED and RAPESEED is regarded as Kitniyos and therefore
these oils as well as products containing these oils should not be
used for Pesach.
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Frequently Asked Questions

regarding the use of medicines on Pesach
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PLEASE CONSULT THESE QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS BEFORE PHONING

1) Are the products listed as being not suitable actual chometz or kitniyos?

Medicines listed as not approved for Pesach contain ingredients which have a strong
possibility of being derived from chometz sources.

2) Can one use medication containing kitniyos?
Yes in any cases where a medication is needed kitniyos is permitted.

Vitamins and supplements containing kitniyos ingredients (which most of them do)
should only be used where they are really needed.

3) An adult has been prescribed a medication which is listed as not approved for Pesach
what should 1 do?

Contact myself or your local Rov. If it is a non edible tablet there will probably be room for
leniency. Liquid preparations are much more problematic.

HOWEVER DO NOT STOP OR ALTER PRESCRIBED MEDICATION WITHOUT ADVICE.

4) My child has been prescribed medication which is listed as not approved for Pesach
from BEFORE Pesach. What should 1 do?
Try to obtain a kosher U'Pesach alternative (e.g. an antibiotic sweetened with sucrose
rather than sorbitol).
If this is not possible then include these medications in your sale of chometz. Tell your
Rov that they will need to be used on Pesach.
When administering the medication on Pesach if possible (in the case of an older child)
the child should take the medication himself.
If this is not possible it should be administered either by a non-Jew or by an older child
under Bar/Bas Mitzvah.

If none of the above is practical the parent may give the medication themselves.

5) My child has been prescribed medication which is listed as not approved for Pesach ON
EREV PESACH AFTER THE TIME WHEN CHOMETZ IS FORBIDDEN OR DURING YOM TOV AND
CHOL HAMOED. What should 1 do?

If a Kosher 'Pesach alternative is not available then it is preferable to ask a non-Jew to
collect the medicine for you.

If this is not practical then the person collecting the medication should ask the chemist to
retain ownership of the medication and the adult should have clearly in mind that he is
not aquiring the medicine.

The medicine should be administered according to the guidelines in question 4.

6) 1 have already fetched a non-Pesach medicine from the pharmacy on EREV PESACH
AFTER THE THE TIME WHEN CHOMETZ IS FORBIDDEN OR DURING YOM TOV AND CHOL
HAMOED. What should 1 do?

Unless the child is seriously ill and there is an element of danger to life one should dispose
of the non-Pesach medicine and obtain a fresh one without acquiring it as described
above.

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CHOMETZ MEDICINES
ON PESACH wHere permiTTED
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Firstly, we wish to express our appreciation to Rabbi
Avrohom Adler who invests tremendous time and
effort to present an extensive listing of medicines in
the annual Hakohol Booklet, specifying those that
do and don’t contain Chometz, for the Charedi
Tzibbur requiring medicines on Pesach.

Secondly, we would like to clarify the basic Halochos
regarding taking medicines on Pesach. Anyone who
requires medicine on Pesach should ideally try to
take only those not containing Chometz.

However many patients require specific medication
prescribed by doctors and are unable to obtain
medication without Chometz. If these medicines are
in tablet (or capsule) form, then they must continue
to take their regular medication as Halachically it is
permissible to take medicine that contains Chometz,
since it is not suitable for eating.

Medicine in a liquid (syrup) form is only permitted
for children or for patients who are at risk CV. The
Poskim rule that the medicine cannot be owned by
a Jew and that you must explain to the non-Jewish
chemist that you are not being “Koneh” the
medicine from him.

Therefore, before obtaining the medicine from the
Chemist, you must confirm with the Chemist that
you are not acquiring the medicine, but that it
remains the possession of the Chemist, who gives
his permission for it to be given to the baby or
patient.

Similarly, if you make payment for the medicine,
you must clarify with the Chemist that the payment
is given as a gift and the medicine remains in the
ownership of the chemist.
